3.5mm crochet hook
1 x button
large eyed blunt tipped sewing needle
Note: Yarn amounts given are based on 
average requirements and are approximate.

one size - finished size approx. 32cm 
circumference

tension
Collar length – approx. 32cm 
Collar width at widest – approx. 3cm
1 shell + 1 bar = 5cm 

abbreviations

make 
foundation chain: Ch 53. 53 ch sts  
(leave a 25cm tail at the beginning to sew on 
your button later or use cotton thread.)
Row 1: Dc into 2nd ch from hook, dc to end, 
ch1, turn. 52 sts.

Row 2 (inc row): Dc into 1st st (at base 
turning ch), 1dc in each next 2 sts, [2dc into 
next st, 4dc] ten times, dc in last 3 sts, 1ch, 
turn. (10inc) 62 sts.
Row 3 (shell row): Dc into 1st (at base of 
turning ch), [skip 2sts from previous row,  
5tr into next st, skip 2sts from previous row, 
dc into next st, 2ch, skip 2sts from previous 
row, dc into next st] 6 times, skip 2sts from 
previous row, 5tr into next st, skip 2sts from 
previous row, dc into next st (leave last st 
unworked – as button tab) turn. (Start and 
finish with a shell -7 shells and 6 bars).
Row 4 (loops row): 5ch, skip 1 st from 
previous row, sl t into next st, (loop1): 5ch, 
skip st, sl st into next st, (loop 2): 5ch,  
skip st, sl st into top of sc below (loop 3):  
4dc into ch2 loop below, sl st into top of dc 
below *[ 5ch, skip 1st from previous row,  
sl st into next st , 5ch, skip st, slip st , 5ch, 
sl st into top dc of row below] three loops 
made, 4dc into the 2ch loop in row below, 
sl st into top dc of row below * rep from * to 
end. (7 sets of 3 loops over each shell with  
6 (4dc) bars), then make button loop.
Button loop: Chain 5 and sl st into side of 
first row of dc – button loop made. 
(4 loops over last shell). End off. 

finish
Sew button onto button tab, either with 
starting length of yarn or use sewing thread. 
Weave in any long ends neatly.
